3.1 Install the bulb (7 , fig . 1) in the rear of the cover (5, fig . 1). 

3.2 Put the cover (5, fig. 1) into the switch body (2, fig. 1). 

3.3 On lighted switches and indicators with a locking switch cover: 

3.3.1 Make sure the holding device (4, fig. 1) is in the guide rails (1 , fig . 1) 
in the switch body (2, fig . 1). 

3.3.2 Make sure the cover (5, fig . 1) TOP marking points up. 

3.3.3 Make sure the holding device plunger (3, fig . 1) engages correctly in 
the switch body (2, fig. 1) center hole. 

3.3.4 Push the cover (5, fig. 1) into the switch body (2, fig. 1) and lock in 
position . 

3.4 On lighted switches and indicators without a locking switch cover: 

Push the cover (5, fig. 1) into the switch body (2, fig. 1) and lock in position. 

3.5 Remove the safety clips and close these circuit breakers: 

ADVISE LIGHT (GENERATOR 1 BUS) 

INSTR LIGHT (GENERATOR 1 BUS) 

INSTR LIGHT (BATTERY BUS) 

COCKPIT FLOOD LIGHT (BATTERY BUS) 

3.6 Energize the aircraft electrical system (Ref. 12-A-24-00-00-00A-901A-A). 

3.7 On the flight compartment overhead panel , push the TEST LAMP switch and 
make sure the replaced bulb in the lighted switch or indicator comes on . 

3.8 De-energize the aircraft electrical system (Ref. 12-A-24-00-00-00A-901A-A). 

3.9 Make sure the work area is clean and clear of tools and other items.
